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BACKGROUND

In the event of an earthquake and subsequent tsunami, there may be little time to respond to get out of harm’s way--15 to 20 minutes for a Cascadia Subduction Zone scenario, to a few hours for a more distant source.  Novel education and outreach tools are key elements to effectively convey to a broader audience the threat of such an event, how to recognize warning signs, and know what to do in the event a tsunami occurs. 

A rapidly emerging demographic (18-34 year old) uses different types of social media to garner information.  Developing and posting a short educational video(s) on YouTube about the tsunami threat, and how to prepare and respond to such an event will reach a demographic that in the past has been difficult to engage.
The National Weather Service (NWS), Oregon Emergency Management and Oregon Department of Geology and Mineral Industries (DOGAMI) will develop a conceptual plan for a tsunami education video clip and contract out the production of this effort. 

The conceptual plan for a 3 to 5 minute video will provide: 

a. Summary of evidence for the last Cascadia event (1700).

b. Brief description of the 1964 Great Alaska Earthquake, the subsequent Tsunami and how this event impacted the West Coast, especially Oregon.

c. What to do in the event of both a local and a distant tsunami.

i. Stressing importance of preparation and planning.

d. Verbal lore that has been used by indigenous people for centuries on What to do in the event of a Tsunami.

The project includes the following tasks:

1. Contract out the writing of the script via a professional editor.   Use a professional video production company and also engage local high school or university film students for the production of video(s) that would engage the 18-34 year old demographic.  

a. Proposals for the contract will follow this format:

i. Table of contents

ii. Executive summary 

iii. Resumes of individuals working on video production

iv. Description of creative and technical approach

v. Complete budget breakdown

vi. Proposed schedule including pre and post production.

vii. Description of video equipment

viii. Work sample (DVD format)

ix. Story board outlining key visual concepts

x. Copyright clearances, as needed

xi. List of references

2. Contractor will meet periodically with DOGAMI/NWS/OEM staff to get approval and to brief on completed works. (Can be teleconference/web conference)

a. Suggested meeting milestones:

i. the video treatment

ii. the budget and schedule 

iii. the script or filming plan 

iv. the casting or confirming of contributors (if appropriate) 

v. the rough-cut edit

vi. final edit

3. Post the video on YouTube for Tsunami Education and Outreach. 

ACCOMPLISHMENTS

Although certain activities related to initiating this project have occurred, neither the Principal Investigator (Rob Witter) nor the Project Manager, Tsunami Outreach Coordinator James Roddey, has performed the tasks required on this project. They have been consumed with the much larger and dominant NTHMP for Oregon project.  In addition, both of these key staff members have left DOGAMI and are not available to complete tasks proposed for this project.
DOGAMI has not drawn down any funds on this project and has not expended funds or made commitments of funds.
RECOMMENDATIONS

Although this project is interesting and potentially valuable on a broader-than-Oregon scale, we propose to withdraw from the project and not use any of the funds provided under contract NA10NWS4670014.
